We purchased our membership on September 4th 2016.  At this time we had Mr. and Mrs. Whyte, (who have been on lot 56 for 36 years), Tom, (who was a member of the executive), and two other members, meet on lot 56. The Whyte’s showed us our boundary line, Tom confirmed it and the other two members witnessed.
 
Tom did not advise us that there was an existing lot dimension document for the park. The lot dimension document was not presented to the members until 2019.
 
Mrs. Whyte stated on the green space side, our boundary was from tree to tree.  Tom confirmed this was correct.  There are existing bricks put in by the "Whyte's  laid out to indicate the boundary line at the tree at the back of our property.
With this information we spent a lot of money designing our lot as it is now.  We brought in dirt and gravel to bring our property up to level, concrete for the retaining wall, and building the fence.  There was a discussion with Mrs. Whyte as to where the boundary was on the left side of the lot. She said it was originally on the left side of the tree, but many years back the owners of lot 55 wanted it changed to the center of the tree out front so both lots would be responsible should that tree need to be removed. Since there were no lot measurements and it was in line with the hedge that was already existing between lot #56 and #55, it made sense to us. This line was also confirmed by Tom and the owners of #55 a couple of times prior to pouring the concrete. This would definitely make a difference on the overall width of our lot.
 
For the first few years we strung a string from the two trees to ensure we did not have our slide go into the green space area. We are ok with that line being from the centre of these trees rather than the outside as we realize the trees have grown in size over the years.
The utility pole at that time was in line with the border of lot 56 and the power box was about a foot off the ground.  A few years ago we moved the utility pole further into our lot so the power box would be higher on the pole to possibly eliminate the power box sitting in water throughout the winter months.  Since the power pole is on our lot, I don't feel it is necessary to move it back to the border for lot 56.
 
We feel that it is not fair or legal to advise us 6 years later that the information we were given at the time of purchase was incorrect.  This information was confirmed by an executive member, and should be honoured. We feel we did all the right things prior to making any changes to our lot, therefore, Our motion to the members is
